Our Worship Is Not the Point!

In our spring semester of discipleship here at FBC, | am excited about the
opportunity to facilitate a new Bible study entitled, "7 Words of Worship"
written by Mike Harland, worship music group director for Lifeway. This
study focuses on seven very common words and presents a new
understanding of worship that is guided by these words: creation, grace,
love, response, expression, presence and experience. The truths taught in
this study changed the way | think about worship, and | invite you to come
and participate in this discipleship class with me. | think God has a word for
you that could forever change the way you worship.

As | have been thinking about "7 Words of Worship" and preparing myself
for it over the past few days, | came across a profound statement that |
missed when I first went through the study a year ago. In the preface of the
book (yes, I'm one of those weird people who actually read the preface), the
author writes that our worship is often the point of our focus to the extent
that we often think of our worshgsthe point. As | have pondered that
statement, | have become convinced that our worship, in fact, is not the
point, nor was it ever intended to be. God Himself is the pdiné only

pointd and anything that becomes elevated to a status that is even close to
being equal with Him is dangerously akin to idolatry. However, when we
make God the sole point in our lives, then our worship of Him is not only a
natural outflow, but it will also be scripturally pure and accurate because it
will be guided by the moving of the Holy Spirit in us.

| am afraid that | often fall prey to this false mentality that says my worship
is the point. God is not interested in my worship so much as He is interested
in me. You see, when He hasdnall of me&d He will have my worship.

Until then, my worship is simply a thin veil | hide behind hoping that it will
satisfy God and salve my own conscience. | need not spend so much time
and energy on the mechanics of worship, my physical position in worship,
or even the songs we sing in worship, though all of those things are
important. | need to simply make God the sole point of my life, and as |
seek to do that, | will as a matter of course begin to worship Him in spirit
and in truth.
