THE JOY OF THE SOWER

I learned a lot living in a small farming town for nearly five years. Our
house in Sentinel sat right across the street from a large wheat field. I would
watch each fall as the farmer would plow up the land, preparing it to be
sewn. After the ground was thoroughly turned and tilled, he would follow
the plow with the seed drill, planting that tiny wheat seed into the soil. Over
the next 8-9 months, I watched as the wheat sprouted and began to grow.
Throughout the winter and spring, the farmer would take various steps to
ensure that his crop was growing properly and was going to be ready to
harvest at the proper time. Much of the wheat's growth was also dependent
on things out of the farmer's hands, like the weather. No rain meant no
crop. A hail storm could destroy the crop in an instant.
But the most joyful time of all came each June, when the harvesters would
come rolling into town with their huge combines, and wide assortment of
tractors, trucks, and trailers. In just a few hours, they would completely
harvest the entire field that had taken months of hard work, sweat, and
prayer to grow. And yet, at the end of the day, it was rarely the harvesters
that were most concerned with the actual harvest. It was the farmer himself.
The one who had invested so much into the land and into the crop was the
one who rejoiced the most upon seeing the abundant harvest.
Jesus makes the comment in the book of John that the one who sows and the
one who reaps rejoice together. Last week, twenty of our students and
student workers invested 4 days sowing into the lives of the area in and
around 3514 Oregon Ave., St. Louis, MO. Working in partnership with
New Generation Church, we poured ourselves out for a very short time to let
this inner-city neighborhood know that Jesus loved them. New Generation
Church has invested the past 2 1/2 years in this community. We got to
arrive for a short span to throw a block party, canvas the neighborhood
letting people know about Jesus, New Generation Church, and simply
loving on them.
We left St. Louis on Saturday morning, June 19, 2010. | received the
following message on my facebook from the pastor, Carlos Perry, on
Monday morning:

Praise REPORT>>> The results of FBC Piedmont Canvass and

Block Party: 12 new souls came to worship with us Sunday...

6 JOINED New Generation... and 4 of them gave their lives to-Christ
To be baptized SOON!!! God is so AMAZING!!!

All of this in a church that averages 35 members each Sunday morning. I'm
not sure, but my guess is that even as excited as those of us who went are
about the amazing results, Pastor Carlos and the congregation of New
Generation Church are rejoicing just a little louder than we are. They have
poured their lives into this neighborhood for many years, and are
beginning to see God bring about a great harvest.
So, just like Jesus said, one sows and one reaps, but they both rejoice
together.
