 I am writing this article on Wednesday night, August 18, 

2010.  We have just finished up our Wednesday night FORK service, 

and in less than 12 hours, our students will have begun the first day 

of their 2010-2011 school year.  It's always fun watching the students 

as they arrive to see how many of them come in with fresh haircuts, 

new shoes, new outfits, and new who know what else.  Most of the 

girls have gotten manicures and pedicures.  It seems like so much 

work goes into preparing for one big day.  So much money is spent to 

look just right.  So much energy and effort put forth to make sure that 

they make a good first impression. 

 It's even funnier to see these same students two weeks later.  

New shoes are dirty and scuffed; new clothes are tossed aside for 

what's comfortable; and haircuts that took an hour to get just right at 

the start of school are then given a quick brush through (maybe) and 

out the door with bed-head they go.  For most students, first day 

presentation preparation is history within 72 hours. 

 This strikes me as odd.  So much work, time, money, and 

effort given to one day, and then it's all forgotten and passed over in 

no time at all.  One day.  One day out of nine months.  It seems that 

the busy-ness and hectic scheduling quickly squeeze the life out of 

impressing others. 

 I know that sometimes this is the way spiritual preparation 

goes as well.
